To clean blower assembly: Disassemble two cabinet halves,
unplug blower from housing, remove blower mounting nuts, and
carefully remove blower from housing. Use appropriate vacuum
attachment or a soft cloth and mild soap or detergent to clean
blower discharge area and wheel. DO NOT ALLOW WATER TO
ENTER THE MOTOR. Make sure blower assembly is complete-
ly dry before reinstalling.
